Chorus member, _________________________ agrees to abide by the following rules and expectations:
1. Be on time to rehearsals and performances.  If you are helping a teacher after school, make arrangements for another day (if you are involved in after-school safety patrol, let Mrs. Davis know).  Rehearsals are usually Mondays from 2:15 – 3:30pm with some Friday rehearsals (notification will be sent home).
2. Be respectful to the director and chorus members.  Always try to do your best!
3. Be present at weekly rehearsals and all performances.  You are expected to be present at all rehearsals and performances unless there is an emergency.  If you are present for school, you are expected to be at rehearsal.  If a child has an emergency and will be absent, they should turn on a written explanation to Mrs. Davis prior to the absence.  Not attending a performance may result in a child being removed from the chorus.
4. Oakbrook Singers are hard workers with great attitudes, which should reflect in their school work / grades.
5. Provide your performance outfits:
· The chorus will have their own shirt this year.  Every singer will need to purchase one for $7 each. Parents may wish to purchase a chorus t-shirt.  It is an ash-colored, short-sleeved cotton / polyester blend t-shirt with red print.  Make out checks to OES, or have correct cash in a labeled envelope with the correct shirt size. The shirt sizes are Youth M, L and Adult S, M, L, XL, 2XL, 3XL.  There is no extra charge for any large sizes. All money for t-shirts should be turned in by Monday, October 1st.
· Khaki long pants (no capris, skorts, skirts, or shorts)

· Solid black dress pants (no jeans) or long skirts (below the knee). No gaucho pants, no low-rise style pants or skirts.

· Solid white long sleeve dress shirt (must be long enough to be tucked in at the waist) White long-sleeved turtle necks look nice in the winter. 

· Black socks (for pants) or black hose or tights (for skirts)

· Black closed-toe dress shoes (no boots, tennis shoes, or flip-flops)
6. Bring in the following materials to every rehearsal:

· 1” black notebook binder


*  1 mechanical pencil

Pencil and music are to be kept in their notebook binder.
7. Parents need to check their emails regularly. Mrs. Davis will communicate with parents through school email, school office phone, and written communication which is sent home with your child.  Your child is responsible for giving chorus information to the parents. I will be sending home a choral calendar.  Any changes / additions will be given to you ASAP.
8. Parents are responsible for handling all transportation for their child.  All walkers must have a parent or an approved adult to accompany the child home.  Please be on time to pick up your child after rehearsals.  Parents are responsible for taking and picking up their child for every performance.  
9. Please make sure all of the following items are turned in a timely manner:
contract and contact information sheet by Monday, September 17th and t-shirt money by Monday, October 1st.
